HOW TO PARTICIPATE

1.  Watch the “How to Sign Up” video!
2.  Decide how you’d like to participate (i.e. 24-hour period, the month of April, from

your backyard, a trip to Mexico...it’s up to you!).
3.  Have one team member register and create a fundraising page with the team

name, a photo, fundraising goal, and team blurb.
4.  Promote by sharing your fundraising page with friends and family. Link it on social

media and tag us (@tucsonbirdalliance).
5.  Go birding and track the number of species you see. 
6.  Report back to Tucson Bird Alliance and your donors by May 5.
7.  Attend the wrap-up party May 12 to celebrate and win prizes!
